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KA VECEM OBUHVATU HPV IMUNIZACIJE:
PRAVNI I ETICKI IZAZOVII MOGUCNOSTI

Vakcinacija protiv humanog papiloma virusa (HPV) predstavlja jedno
od najefikasnijih sredstava za prevenciju malignih bolesti, narocito raka gr-
li¢ca materice. Ipak, uprkos nauc¢no potvrdenoj efikasnosti i bezbednosti ove
vakcine, stepen obuhvata HPV imunizacijom i dalje je nizak u mnogim drza-
vama, ukljuc¢ujudi i Srbiju. Svetska zdravstvena organizacija i Evropska unija
su, putem svojih preporuka, postavile cilj da se vakcinise 90% devojcica do
2030. godine. U ovom radu autor razmatra pravne i eticke izazove, kao i mo-
guc¢nosti unapredenja obuhvata vakcinacije u Republici Srbiji, sagledane u
svetlu evropskih i medunarodnih smernica

Posebna paznja posvecena je pitanju informisanog pristanka i autonomije
maloletnih pacijenata. U okviru evropskih pravnih sistema postoje znacaj-
ne razlike kada je re¢ o pravu deteta da samostalno pristane na vakcinaciju.
Zemlje koje u ve¢oj meri postuju autonomiju adolescenata cesto se izdvajaju
i po viSem obuhvatu HPV vakcinacije. U Srbiji je vakcinacija protiv HPV-a
preporucena, ali za decu mladu od 15 godina i dalje zahteva saglasnost rodi-
telja, Sto moze predstavljati prepreku njenoj $iroj primeni.

Autor ukazuje na to da bi uvodenje fleksibilnijih pravnih mehanizama,
poput priznanja kapaciteta adolescentima da samostalno donose odluke o
vakcinaciji, moglo doprineti ve¢em obuhvatu imunizacije. Takode se naglasa-
va vaznost sveobuhvatnih obrazovnih kampanja, kao i aktivnog ukljucivanja
zdravstvenih radnika u proces informisanja i motivisanja gradana. Uskladi-
vanje javnozdravstvenih ciljeva sa temeljnim etickim principima prepoznaje
se kao klju¢ za uspesnu implementaciju programa vakcinacije i dugoro¢no
smanjenje ucestalosti karcinoma povezanih sa HPV-om.

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TOWARDS BROADER HPV IMMUNIZATION
COVERAGE: LEGAL AND ETHICAL
CHALLENGES AND OPPORTUNITIES’

Vaccination against human papillomavirus (HPV) represents one of the
most effective measures for the prevention of malignant diseases, particularly
cervical cancer. However, despite the scientifically proven efficacy and safety of
the vaccine, HPV immunization coverage remains low in many countries, in-
cluding Republic of Serbia. The World Health Organization and the European
Union, through their respective recommendations, have set a goal of vaccinat-
ing 90% of girls by 2030. This paper explores the legal and ethical challenges,
as well as potential avenues for improving vaccination coverage in the Repub-
lic of Serbia, within the framework of European and international guidelines.

Special attention is given to the issue of informed consent and the auton-
omy of minor patients. Across European legal systems, there are significant
differences regarding the child's right to independently consent to vaccina-
tion. Countries that place a greater emphasis on adolescent autonomy often
report higher HPV immunization rates. In Serbia, HPV vaccination is rec-
ommended but still requires parental consent for children under the age of
15, which may hinder its broader application.

The author argues that introducing more flexible legal mechanisms, such
as recognizing the capacity of adolescents to make autonomous vaccination
decisions, could contribute to higher immunization rates. The importance of
comprehensive educational campaigns and the active involvement of health-
care professionals in informing and motivating the public is also emphasized.
Aligning public health goals with fundamental ethical principles is identified
as essential for the successful implementation of vaccination programs and
the long-term reduction of HPV-related cancers.
